ST. SOPHIA CATHEDRAL CHRONOLOGY

Construction of the Cathedral.
The first consecration of the Cathedral by Metropolitan Theopemptus.

Ordination of Metropolitan Hilarion (the first Ukrainian to hold this dig-
nity) in the Cathedral.

Burial of Grand Prince Yaroslav the Wise and deposition of his body in a
marble sarcophagus in the Cathedral.

Addition of outer galleries (on west, south and north) and probable time
of erection of the Southwestern Tower. Second consecration of the Church
by Metropolitan Ephraim in connection with this enlargement.

Burial of the Grand Prince Vsevolod Yaroslavych and Prince Rostislav
Vsevolodovych in the Cathedral.

Investment of Grand Prince Volodymyr Vsevolodovych with the shoulder
cape (barma) of the Byzantine Emperor Constantine Monomakh.

Burial of Grand Prince Volodymyr Monomakh in the Cathedral.

Burial of Prince Vyacheslav Volodymyrovych in the Cathedral.

Sack of the Cathedral by the Suzdal’ Prince Mstyslav Andriyovich, son of
Andriy Bogol’yubsky.

Great fire in Kiev damages the Cathedral.

Raid of Prince Ryuryk Rostyslavovych aided by the Olgovychy princes
and the Polovtsi. Sack of the Cathedral and the Tithe Church.

Sack of the Cathedral by the Mongolian hordes of Batu.
Burial of Metropolitan Cyril in the Cathedral.

Metropolitan Maximus, to save himself from the Mongols, abandons St.
Sophia and moves to the Suzdal’ Principality.

The Cathedral repaired by Metropolitan Kyprian.
Cathedral sacked by the hordes of Khan Edigai.

The Crimean Khan Mengli-Girai sacks Kiev and sends the golden chalice
from St. Sophia as a gift to the Muscovite Tsar Ivan III

Burial of Metropolitan Macarius in the Cathedral.
The Cathedral is left in neglect and weeds grow on its ruined roofs.

The vicar of St. Sophia, Bohush Hul'kevych Hlibovs'’ky, makes some re-
pairs in the Cathedral (mainly re-roofing) at his own expense.

The Cathedral in a state of neglect.

Celebration of services in the Cathedral discontinued. The Cathedral again
lacks roofing.

The Cathedral handed over to the Uniates. The Orthodox celebration of
services had been transferred to the Dormition Church in Podol.

The western wall of the Cathedral collapses (September 6).

Metropolitan Peter Mohyla takes back the Cathedral from the Uniate Metro-
politan Joseph Velyamyn Ruts’ky (June 2).

Thorough restoration and decoration of the Cathedral under the auspices
of Metropolitan Peter Mohyla.

The army of the Lithuanian Hetman Yanusz Radziwill takes Kiev. Dutch
painter Abraham van Westervelt, of the Hetman's suite, executes a series
of drawings of Kiev’s buildings, including the Cathedral of St. Sophia.
The Patriarch of Antioch, Macarius, visits the Cathedral twice. Archdeacon
Paul of Aleppo, accompanying the Patriarch’s party, describes the Cathedral
in detail.

Metropolitan Sylvester Kosiv continues the restoration of the Cathedral
begun by Metropolitan Peter Mohyla.

The Cathedral is again in neglect; unsettled conditions force the Metro-
politans Dionysius, Balaban, Joseph Nelyubovych-Tukal’s’ky and Anthony
Vynnyts'ky to live outside Kiev.

The Kievan Metropole made dependent upon the Patriarchate of Moscow as
a result of political action of the Moscovite Government.

The Sanctuary of St. John the Baptist arranged in the northwest part of
the Cathedral.

A great fire consumes the buildings around the Cathedral, destroying the
Metropolitan archives in the St. Sophia Monastery.

The Tsar’s Charter orders the rebuilding of the burned edifices and entrusts
the Kiev City Council with the care of the Cathedral.

Thorough restoration of the Cathedral by Metropolitan Barlaam Yasyns'ky
under the auspices of Hetman Ivan Mazeppa. Additional stories built over
the northern and southern exterior galleries with the new Altars of St. John
the Theologian, Epiphany, Passion and Resurrection installed in the addi-
tions. Four new cupolas (two on each side) erected over the additions. Tops
of towers changed for Baroque cupolas. Top of the southwestern tower dis-
mantled and built over the baptistry to preserve symmetry with the north-
western tower. New chapels (the Ascension and the Transfiguration)
arranged in the towers. Buttresses erected to support outer walls. New brick
bell tower built. The liberality of Hetman Ivan Mazeppa allowed the gilding
of the main cupola.

Metropolitanate of Joasaph Krokovs'’ky. The whitewashed frescoes covered
with representations of the five Oecumenical Councils.

A roof built between the cupolas of the Cathedral. Additional paintings
cover the whitewashed frescoes.

Execution of paintings of the sixth and seventh Oecumenical Councils.
Erection of the Metropolitan’s Palace and the St. Lazarus Refectory Church
in the courtyard. Execution of two subterranean corridors leading from the
cellars of the refectory church (Metropolitanate of Barlaam Vanatovych).
In the main altar a new iconostasis replaces the one from Metropolitan P.
Mohyla’s time. Gilded silver royal gate installed in the iconostasis (1747).
(Metropolitanate of Raphael Zaborovs'ky).

Reconstruction of two upper stories of the bell tower by G. J. Schaedel.
A brick wall built around the courtyard.

Execution of a large gilded silver tomb and altar cross.

The bulbs of the towers gilded. Additional story erected in the Fraternity
House and other augmentations made there. A story added to the Metro-
politan’s Palace (Metropolitanate of Timothy Shcherbats‘ky).

The iconostasis of the St. Nicholas Nave (upper part of gallery) restored.
Icons executed for this iconostasis. Walls of the Nave covered with paint-
ings. Repairs of the altar and the prothesis. Enlargement of the window
behind the altar.

Walls and pier of the galleries covered with paintings. Namisni icons of the
main iconostasis provided with gilded silver sheathes. (Metropolitanate of
Arsenius Mohylyans'ky).

Abolition of the monastery, founded in 1634. (Metropolitanate of Samuil
Myslavs'ky).

The cupola of the bell tower was struck by lightning and burned down.
A new cupola with a high spire in Empire style built on the bell tower.
The John the Baptist Nave transformed into the vestry.

A district ecclesiastical school opened in the Fraternity House of the former
St. Sophia Monastery.

The 11th century frescoes partly uncovered and poorly restored. Iconostases
and cupolas gilded. New floor of cast-iron panels laid. The iconostasis of the
main sanctuary lowered. A fourth story added to the bell tower (designer:
F. Solntsev). ‘

The refectory (I\Tativity) church enlarged on both sides. A new iconostasis
installed there.

A new buttress erected in the northwestern corner of the Cathedral.

A brick wing for deacons and the service personnel of the Cathedral built
near the gate.

The exonarthex built between the baptistry and the northwestern tower.
A heating chamber installed at a considerable depth under the exonarthex.

Beginning of investigations of the Cathedral by the Central Committee for
the Protection of Antiquities and Arts.

Nationalization of all buildings of the St. Sophia courtyard.

Archpriest Vasyl’ Lypkivs'ky ordained Metropolitan of Kiev and all Ukraine.
(October 14).

Services in St. Sophia officially prohibited. The Church declared ‘‘The Sophia
Memorial.” Creation of the St. Sophia Architectural and Historical Museum.
The state begins a large-scale confiscation of gold and silver ecclesiastical
objects (vestments, the royal gate, icon sheathes, chandeliers). Iconostases
and Aumbries are removed.

Archeological investigations and excavations of the Cathedral floors. De-
tailed surveying and investigation of the architecture. Cleaning of oil paint
from an ancient frescoes. Cleaning of mosaics.

German occupation authorities remove the exhibits of the St. Sophia Archi-
tectural-Historical Museum, a part of the icons and the photographic
archives and send them to Germany.

The Cathedral comes under the jurisdiction of the Ukrainian Academy of
Architecture.

The spelling of proper names, place names, and special terms generally
accepted in English usage will retain that accepted form (e. g. Kiev, Kharkiv,
Dnieper, chernozem). Russian and Polish proper names will retain their
respective forms (e. g. Trubeckoj, Zaleski), but Ukrainian proper names and
place names will keep their Ukrainian form even if occurring in Russian or
Polish sources (e. g. Bila Cerkva, not Biala Cerkiew).

In articles on comparative philology the “international” transliteration (see
Annals, Vol. I, No. 2, 1951, p. 188) will continue to be used.
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
